Littleton Will Have Two K-9 Dogs Soon 

 

The Littleton Police Department will soon have two K-9 officers and two K-9 dogs.  If you attended our meeting 

with the Jefferson County Sheriffs Officesô Deputies and their dogs, you know how effective the dogs can be. 

 

The LPD will need to purchase and train the dogs, equip two cars for the dogs, and find two of 

the several volunteer officers to handle the dogs.  The officers will have to install a dog run at 

their home, in addition to taking care of the dog 24/7.  This will take quite a commitment and 

life style change from the officers, and their families.   

 

With two dogs, Littleton will have coverage everyday of the week.  The officers and dogs will 

be on call for all hours during their assigned days, in addition to their normal shifts.  During va-

cations, one officer and one dog will be on call around the clock all week. 

 

Both dogs will be trained to track and apprehend bad guys, as well as sniff for drugs.  Littleton 

Fire Rescue already has a dog (Chester) that will sniff out explosives and incendiary materials.
